Transitional Housing Program – Plus (THP-Plus) Fact Sheet 
 
What is THP-Plus? 
 
THP-Plus is a transitional housing opportunity for foster youth (Department of Children 
and Family Services/Probation), 18 - 23 years of age.  The program provides 
independent living housing and support services.  Youth must have exited care at age 
18 or older. 
 
Goals 
 
• To ensure youth have a stable residence 
• To ensure youth receive training and acquire independent living skills  
 
Housing Options 
 
Participants will reside in one of the following:  

• Apartments 
• Condominiums 
• Single family dwellings 

 
Length of Service 
 
The maximum time for THP-Plus participation is 24 cumulative months 
 
Description of Services 
 
• Case Management Services 
• Educational Assistance 
• Employment Assistance 
• Follow-up Services 
• Furnished Housing 
• Life Skills Training 
• Monthly Bus Pass 
• Monthly Food Stipend  
• Paid Utilities 
 
Required Activities 
 
Each participant must maintain full-time employment or attend school/training and 
maintain part-time employment.  Participants will also be required to save a portion of 
their earnings.
